As the artist, I reserve the right to choose which portraits to include in the mural design. 
Those who attend the photo shoot should understand that they may be included 
in the mural, and also, that their inclusion in the mural is not guaranteed. Again, I 
will choose the best portraits based on the aesthetics of the pictures that I take. I 
will choose both men and women and be sure to represent multiple different 
cultures from Nepal.
